To be eligible for a licence to store Explosives you must meet the following criteria:

For applicant » Be a Singaporean or Permanent Resident of Singapore
* Be at least 21 years old at the time of application
* One of the following business stakeholders as registered
with the Accounting and Corporate Regulatory Authority:
i. A Director - For Companies
ii. A Partner - For Partnerships, Limited Partnerships and
Limited Liability Partnerships
lii. The Sole Proprietor - For Sole Proprietorships
